 1.Coach pitcher must stay out of the way at all times. (When ball is batted or while a
play is being made. 

 2. If a ball hits the coach pitcher, the ball is dead. If the ball is batted, it counts as a pitch.


However, if it is the last pitch, the batter receives another pitch. If ball is thrown 


from a player it will be umpires judgement on positioning of the runners.

 3. Batter shall receive 6 pitches or 3 strikes to put the ball in play. The batter is out if the


ball is not put in play on the 6 pitch. If the 6 pitch is fouled the batter will recieve


another pitch.

 4. When your team is playing defense you must have a adult coach backing up catcher.

 5. Runner is out if runner leaves the base before the ball has been batted.

 6. All teams will bat roster, with free substitution. If player has to leave game for what ever reason, team will not be charged with a out.

 7. There is to be 4 outfielders, no short fielders. (Ten fielders on field)

 8. Child pitcher is to stay even with or behind the coach pitcher, no further than 5 feet 
away from coach pitcher. (Pitching distance 38 feet)(Bases 50 Feet)

 9.Catcher must be in the catchers position at the start of each pitch.

10. The ball is considered dead at the umpires discretion,when an infielder has possession


of the ball within 5 feet of the base line, and does not attempt to make a play. The


umpire shall evaluate the position of the runners and if the runner is at least half 
way to the next base, the runner will be awarded that base.

11. All over throws shall be considered live until rule 10 is satisfied.

12.Ball games are 6 innings.(Can play more innings coaches decide prior to game.)

13. Home team on schedule will supply baseballs, and umpire.

9-10  FALL  BASEBALL
RULES  2014
 1. Pitchers are only allowed to pitch two innings per game.(any combination.) No balks called in U-10.

 2. A runner processing third base shall not steal home unless the catcher or the pitcher

   drops the ball.(pass ball by the catcher, or throw back to pitcher and drops ball)

   Runners on first or second may steal, cannot leave base until pitch reaches catcher.

 3. Bat roster with free substitution. If player has to leave game for what ever reason,     team will not be charged with a out.

 4. Home team listed on schedule will provide one new and one used baseball.

 5. Each team is to pay half of the umpire fee ( 56.00 ) $28.00 per team.

 6. Malicious contact or obvious attempt to injure will warrant ejection.

 7. Ball games are 6 innings. No dropped third strike.

 8. Pitching distance 44feet, bases 60 feet, No infield fly rule.

 9. All other rules, will be followed from the Major League Rule Book.

NOTE: TEAMS WHO FORFEIT WILL PAY UMPIRE FEE FOR BOTH TEAMS,

A.S.A.P. OR WILL BE REMOVED FROM LEAGUE.
